The flash flood risk alert for July, 2025 has been generated by the Hydrometeorological Unit of Directorate of Applied Meteorological Services of the Nigerian Meteorological Agency, NiMet. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The product shows the states with varying probable risks of experiencing flash flooding events as a result of setting-in of onset of rainfall across the country as predicted in NiMet Seasonal Climate Prediction (SCP) and some advisories to mitigate its impacts.

4. Activate, sustain and intensify adaptative, mitigative and response mechanisms to forestall future damages through the coordination activities of the States’ Emergency Management Agencies and 
5. Consider flood-resistant building practices and promote sustainable land-use in their long term plans.
